negotiations with E-on for a renewal until 30 July 2012 will result in reductions of the annual 
standing charge from £84.79 to £46.52  and of the unit charge from 13.29p to 10.10p per kwh.

 ALBY with THWAITE PARISH COUNCIL 
Minutes of AGM held on 20th May 2009 
Chairman's Report  The Chairman gave details of progress on: 
a) the erection of the second (Cromer bound) bus shelter near the Alby Horseshoes and 
b) restoration work on Thwaite Common, viz. reintroduction of seasonal conservation grazing; repair of the overgrown 
pond near the School House, with plans to improve the other ponds; instigation of a plan for better drainage in front of 
the riding school. 
In addition, the Chairman reviewed the PC's response to local complaints and  to planning applications, and its financial 
support for local amenities. 
Election of Officers  Chairman: Mr Buchan; Vice-Chairman: Mr Platts; Footpaths Officers: Mr Platts and Mr S Jordan 
Alby Church Clock Responsibility for maintenance lies with Parochial Church Council. Reminder from restorers that 
clock was due for a service has been forwarded to PCC secretary. 
Restored pond �t Thwaite Common NCC grant awaiting receipt of final invoice for restoration work. Clerk has contacted 
NNDC Management Committee seeking further financial assistance. Clerk to apply for NNDC Environment Award. 
Restoration of other ponds on Thwaite Common After meeting with NWT representative, discussion of work and grant 
application deferred to next PC meeting. 
Noise from large storage barn, Alby Clerk telephoned Toby Mermagen; fan on old barn has been shut down and fan on 
new barn has had silencer fitted. It was agreed to leave the matter until drying starts in September. 
Visibility from bus shelter Offending branches have been trimmed back. 
Tractor damage to grass verge at Springfield Corner Peter Willcox explained that when harvesting beet during an 
exceptionally wet winter, the tractors drove across verge to avoid dropping mud on road. Verge will be made good. 
Damage to verge outside Alby Church Highways Department will attend to this in the Spring and review it regularly. 
Bridleway between Blacksmith's Loke and Alby Horseshoes Complaints received about muddy condition. NCC had 
sought a contribution of £400 from the PC for repair work. Assistance from Erpingham and Calthorpe PC to be sought 
and further discussion deferred to next meeting. 
Financial Report Current balance £580.36. Annual return completed and sent off.
