ALDBOROUGH PARISH COUNCIL 
Next meeting on Monday 7th June at 7.30 in the Community Centre. 
 

The Annual Parish Meeting  took place in April.  
The following report is an amalgam of selected 
official draft minutes and personal observations. 
All seven parish Councillors were present, together 
with County Councillor Diana Clarke, District 
Councillor Peter Willcox, and 15 residents. 
The meeting began with a delightful presentation 
by Aldborough School’s Head Teacher, Mrs Tina 
Casburn, and 4 pupils in hard hats and luminous 
jackets: they spoke of mud and noise, of 
temporary classrooms, of journeys to and from the 
Community Centre for activities that are 

impossible at the School during building works, of 
more mud and more noise, and more 
opportunities for community involvement, 
especially at Christmas.  In the midst of it all there 
had been an OFSTED inspection at  short notice 
and the School had received high commendations 
including the coveted ‘outstanding’ comment. The 
presentation was greeted with applause.  
Matters arising from the 2009 Parish Meeting.  
Most had been dealt with during the year. The 
Council had decided not take up the suggestion of 
signs to mark the boundaries between Aldborough 
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and Thurgarton. The Twinning link with Villiers 
Saint Denis remains dormant though there have 
been some French visitors during the year. It 
would be easy to revive the link if a volunteer 
organiser could be identified. 
Name of parish. When the 2 parishes of 
Aldborough and Thurgarton were merged about 
70 years ago, the official name became 
Aldborough Parish. At this meeting, there was 
overwhelming support for the Parish Council to 
pursue a formal change of name to ‘Aldborough 
and Thurgarton’. 
Recycling banks generated £750 in income for the 
Parish Council last year. 
Community Bus. 2311 passengers were carried on 
what is now the only Community Bus in Norfolk. 
Income received included £437 from paying 
passengers and about £4500 from Norfolk County 
Council for concessionary fares. 
Play areas. The outcome of an application for 
grant funding was within days of decision though 
there were positive indications about its success. 
More funding would be needed. 
Community Centre. Upstairs storage areas have 
been refurbished and contractors are being sought 
for installation of disabled toilet facilities. 
Planning. Only 13 planning applications had been 
received in the last year: 3 were withdrawn, 7 
were approved and decision is awaited for the 
remainder. Re the Local Development Framework, 
NNDC has now referred the Site Specific Proposals 
(for the area near Wright’s Garage) to an 
independent inspector, for public examination, 
probably later this year. 
District Councillor Peter Willcox referred to the 
merging of NNDC Area Planning Committees, the 
provision of Temporary Gypsies and Travellers 
Sites at Cromer and Fakenham, and recent 
planning decisions on superstores in Sheringham, 
which he had opposed. 
County Councillor Diana Clarke referred to the 
NCC’s campaign for better broadband access, the 
problems of pot-holes, a new 5-mile circular walk 
in the Aldborough area (with a leaflet), and pride 
in the outcome of the OFSTED inspection at the 
School. She agreed to contact the Highways Dept 
about the condition of Harmers Lane. 
Reports from other organisations show what a 
very busy and active village this is. Events are 
regularly advertised in ‘Keeping in Touch’ so this 
report is selective. 

  PCSO:- 8 crimes reported to the police during the 
year (same as last year) but only 8 calls, down 
from 48. Our former PCSO, Simon Berrisford, is 
now a PC in Taverham.  
  History Society:- Work continues on the history of 
local houses and their occupants, with a view to 
publication. 
  Cricket Club:- The promotion of the First Team to 
the Alliance League has led to there being fewer 
matches on the Green. This is because changing 
facilities (several options suggested) don’t meet 
the League’s requirements, so this team will be 
playing in Holt.  We were told that the team 
themselves are very unhappy about this and may 
refuse promotion if it happens again. The Club 
hopes to start a Youth team for 14-18 yr olds and 
will continue with Kwik cricket and coaching 
sessions. 
  Aldborough Church:- Adjusting well to the new 
regime of more Group services. Thanks expressed 
for the Parish Council grant towards upkeep of the 
churchyard, this year used towards purchase of 
machinery. The Church Room is functioning well 
and has new chairs and tables.  
  Keeping in Touch:- 785 copies in print and an e-
mailing list to which anyone is welcome to 
subscribe as there are no costs involved. (The 
increased income from adverts has helped in 
setting up the Scarrowbeck benefice website.) 
   Prince Andrew’s Chapel maintains Sunday 
morning attendance between 20 to 30.  Monthly 
Buzz Club for 5-11 yr olds has 10 – 15 members 
and more frequent meetings are being considered. 
  Garden Club:- 40 to 45 members at each meeting, 
annual subsciption £8. Plans going ahead for Open 
Gardens Day on 13th June. 
  The John Bacon Trust has £60.47 in its bank, so 
the trustees will be able to make some small 
donations this year. Tony Baillie is the new trustee 
appointed by the Council. 
  Allotments Society. David Haynes re-elected 
Chairman. 15 plots let, 1 vacant could be divided. 
AOB . The poor decorative state of the garage 
doors in Margaret Lilly Way was reported - the 
Parish Council was asked to contact Victory 
Housing about this. 
The ‘Slow down in our Village’ notices were 
commended, and dog owners were criticised for 
not clearing up after their pets.

John Padgham was elected Chairman and Heather Tamplin was elected Vice-Chairman and both 
signed their letters of acceptance. 
Fiona Morrison had applied for the post of Village Correspondent and the Parish Council agreed to 
appoint her [01263 761740]. Other matters arising – noticeboard, drainage, requests for work to be 
done or for agreements to be received – were all still awaiting responses. 
Replacement of play areas.  The outcome of the application for funding was still uncertain, following 
the change in Government.  
Christmas tree location.  Suggestions included between telephone kiosk and hedge, outside Spar, 
outside the Church Room, or where it has always been. The Parish Council would welcome the views 
of all parishioners before their meeting on 5th July when they will make a final decision. 
Planning. Permission granted for continued use of former agricultural building as a boat-building 
workshop at the barn next to Aldborough Hall, and for erection of side and rear extensions at The 
Croft, The Green.  No objections raised to an application re alterations to a barn to provide habitable 
accommodation at Red Barn, The Green. 
Among correspondence:- A letter from Norfolk Police Authority seeking to recruit volunteer 
independent Custody Visitors. 
Matters arising from Annual Parish Meeting. The parish Council agreed to write to  

·  NNDC requesting change of name to Aldborough & Thurgarton Parish,  
·  Norfolk Alliance Cricket League to support retention of League Cricket on the Green, 
·  Victory Housing Trust about the poor decorative state of garage doors in Margaret Lilly Way. 

Finance. The Clerk will bring to the next meeting the Accounts for year ending 31 March 2010, 
together with the Annual Return. The balance at the end of the year was £6255.47. 
He also proposed to add the Community Centre to the Assets Register, with a clear restriction on any 
disposition without the consent of the Charity Commissioners.

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Report of the Annual Parish Meeting for Erpingham with Calthorpe, held in May 
The Chairman, Norman Smith welcomed those present including four members of the public, and in his report 
he paid tribute to Pauline Wright, sadly missed as a parish councillor; he reported on his first year as Chairman, 
marked by the land acquisition to support the Multi-Use-Games-Area, progress in identifying a site for a village 
sign and the thought of a twinning relationship with Azincourt in France, to commemorate the Battle of 
Agincourt.  He sought volunteers to support the Speedcheck scheme from those who feel that traffic speeds in 
the village are a concern and the Parish Council had supported the distribution of  ‘slow down’ signs now seen 
throughout the village.  He thanked his fellow councillors for their support during the year making special 
mention of David Clayton and the Clerk Martin Campbell. 
 

In a written report for the Village Hall the meeting heard about a mixed year with some activities stopping but 
a Wednesday coffee morning had proved popular and overall the hall usage was up 19%; a new kitchen had 
been completed.  The Village Hall is responsible for the children’s ‘play area’ and needs more adults to help 
with weekly inspections.  A risk assessment has been completed indicating costly work to be undertaken.  The 
200 Club continues to be a valuable funding source and the Hall is used regularly by the Parish Council and WI.  
A new treasurer to succeed Tony Peacock is sought and David Clayton had taken over as Parish Council 
representative following the sad death of Pauline Wright.  Thanks are due to all the volunteers who help with 
cleaning and maintaining the hall. 
 

In open meeting the proposal that Erpingham should consider ‘twinning’ with Azincourt in France was 
explored and  the Chairman offered to host an exploratory meeting at his house.   
 

This meeting was followed by the Annual Meeting of the Council. Items from the minutes: 
N Smith was re-elected Chairman and D Clayton was re-elected vice-Chairman. 
Representatives from the Council were agreed as: Village Hall Committee – DC; Griffon: PW; Erpingham 
Primary School – RD expressed interest so the Clerk would arrange for more information to be given to him. 
Finance  Accounts for 2009-2010  had been circulated to members and, following a proposal by DC, were 
adopted, all in favour.  The Cashbook was signed by the Chairman and Responsible Financial Officer.    
Sections 1 and 2 of the Annual Return 2010  had been circulated to members and were approved.   
Review and approval of the Budget for 2009-2010 - had been circulated to members and was approved.   
Internal auditor - Mr K Benford, was re-appointed as the Internal Auditor for 2010. 
Responsible Financial Officer - The Clerk was re-appointed as the Responsible Financial Officer. 
Matters arising NNDC street signage – the amended signs are still awaited. 
Land purchase completion  - the Clerk confirmed that the land purchase had been completed. 
Blacksmiths Lane - NCC had agreed to fund the Blacksmiths Lane work for Alby w/Thwaite pc. 
NCC Highways and footpath matters –the drain opposite the school had been cleared. 
 Planning Conversion of garage and extension, 18 John Franklin Way (2010/0083) - permitted 
Garage block with studio, The Limes, The Street, Erpingham (2010/0136) - permitted 
Saracens Head PH, replacement windows (2010/0099) – consent given  
Martin Service Stations, change of use, Erpingham F/station (2010/0293) – the Council had no objection. 
R Haynes, extension Keeper’s Cottage, Blacksmith Lane (2010/0431) – on circulation 
Other planning matters;  Martin S/stations, alcohol application, Erpingham F/station – the Council would have 
no observations. 
Reports Clerk’s report - he advised his holiday dates to members, and indicated that he would prepare the 
Annual Report of the Council.  
Councillors’ reports - DC reported a pothole in The Street near the children’s playground; from the village hall 
meeting he reported that they are still waiting for the section 106 advice; the risk assessment pointed towards 
resurfacing the car park so funding would be sought – it would be on the next Council meeting agenda. PW 
suggested a scheme to drain The Street where it floods; he and the Chairman would liaise with the landowner. 
AW asked the Clerk to contact Alby w/Thwaite pc about dog fouling on the Common. 
RG asked about progress on the village sign, suggesting we seek a graphic designer in the village to help with 
the design or involve the school.  He drew the Council’s attention to the mailing shot from NASLC offering 
assistance to small businesses; the Chairman took details. BF warned of a scam letter purporting to come 
from the Portuguese lottery. 
In open session, Cllr D Clarke alerted the Council to the NCC resource which can provide archaeological 
guidance to those with an interest;  she referred to the poor broadband service in Erpingham and advised that 
NCC was trying to get BT to improve the position. It was reported that the Beck needed clearing again – PW 
would raise it with the IDB.   
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THWAITE COMMON 
Nature has given us a haven here to enjoy – 
BIRDS have planted the trees, including apple and cherry.  And, no doubt enjoying the uninterrupted 
peace, they have nested everywhere. 
THE WIND has sown millions of sycamore seeds. (Let's hope animals will eat them before they turn 
into a forest!) 
WILD ANIMALS: deer, rabbits, foxes, have created paths and clearings. 
RAIN has brought endlessly changing water- courses bringing all sorts of water-birds. 
And of course THE EARTH ITSELF is giving us a huge variety of wild flowers. 
WE HUMANS have also influenced things by re-creating ponds, and allowing grazing of cattle 
through fencing, which ensures that this special pocket of land is left wild while we are still able to 
enjoy it as walkers. 
 At the east end notices have been put up alerting the public of the danger of dogs to  
 ground-nesting birds such as lark, lapwing and snipe.  The same applies to the east end 
 especially in the early spring and in wet areas.  So please keep dogs under control as the 
 decline of these birds over recent years is very marked, and many dog-owners may be 
 unaware of the damage they can cause.     A.M. 
 

REPORT OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING OF INGWORTH IN MAY 
The Chairman, Ros Calvert welcomed those present including one member of the public. In her 
report she thanked the Clerk for his work and reflected on the continued strength of the Parish 
Council in a small village.  2009-10 had been a quiet year marked by the strong community spirit 
evident during a long hard winter.  The crocus planting in the autumn had been seen to good effect 
in the spring.  The Council had established a good rapport with the National Trust with the view of 
providing amenities at the Reading Room.  The Council were pleased to welcome County Councillor 
Diana Clarke to the March meeting and the Chairman, in her closing remarks thanked her fellow 
councillors for their commitment. 
 

In a written report for the Ingworth Parochial Church Council Mrs E Hamilton told of a new Group 
service on the first Sunday of each month with attendances reaching 48.  She reported the sad loss 
of Mr Hubert Sheringham, Churchwarden for over 30 years.    Two meetings were held in the year 
as well as the AGM and a joint meeting in the benefice.   The Ingworth Trosh had provided a 
donation of £1532 for the church. 
 

In the open meeting those present looked at drawings of the proposed toilet and store for the 
Reading Room and these would be displayed in the Reading Room window in due course.  Possible 
locations for a grit bin and a bottle bank were discussed.  
 

This meeting closed at 20.15 and was followed by the ANNUAL MEETING OF THE COUNCIL.  
Items from the minutes: Chairman, Ros Calvert welcomed her fellow councillors;  apologies were 
received from C Cannon, M Spink and J Steed.  In first business R Calvert was re-elected Chairman 
and C White was elected vice-Chairman. 
The Accounts for 2009-2010 were discussed and adopted with all in favour.  The Cashbook was 
signed by the Chairman and Responsible Financial Officer.  The Chairmen advised that the Council 
had  assumed the assets of the social club (tent, cooker, ducks etc).   Sections 1 and 2 of the 
Annual Return 2010 had been circulated to members and after an explanation were approved, all in 
favour.  They were signed by the Chairman and Responsible Financial Officer.  The Council agreed to 
appoint Mr K Benford as Internal Auditor for 2010  and  to re-appoint the Clerk as Responsible 
Financial Officer, with all in favour.  Payments due were approved for electricity, the Norfolk 
Association of Local Councils subscription, the insurance premium and the Clerk’s pay and expenses.  
Cheques were signed.  
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The minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held in March were approved and signed.   
Under matters arising the Clerk had been advised that a ‘The Street’ sign would be in place shortly 
and other signs had been ordered;   North Norfolk District Council had approved the proposed 
bottle bank location, but the contractor had turned it downed because of inaccessibility.   Norfolk 
County Council had advised that the Priory Lane/The Street location for a grit bin was acceptable 
and would fill it once installed.  The Clerk would obtain options and costs.  National Trust were 
investigating the position over land ownership at the BT telephone box. 
On planning the Council had no comment on extensions at 2 Cromer Road. 
 On the Reading Room development, the Council had received a programme of action from 
National Trust and drawings were inspected during the Annual Parish Meeting.  The Clerk would ask 
National Trust if they had any objection to the design, display it in the Reading Room window in due 
course and circulate the drawing to members. 
In his report the Clerk advised that he would prepare an Annual Report of the Council for 
distribution;  members reported details of a broken manhole cover near the bridge and that 
potholes were reappearing in Priory Lane and Banningham Road.
