At the meeting Treasurer Tony Baillie reported that the ch arity had reduced its bank balance by giving
£3000 to the Parish Council for the new playground, which includ ed a legacy of £1000 from Dora
Leonard. The fact that there had been fewer donations and rising costs meant that the charity had also
needed to support both the Lunch Club and the Transport Scheme out of its balances. Thanks were
recorded to George Miall for again auditing the accounts.

In Dee Jupp’s absence the report of Village Care’s activites was given by Dorothy Wedge.

The Transport Scheme has 26 drivers and has provided 144ourneys during the year, mainly to the
surgery. However, since the reduction of the NHS Hospi tal Transport Scheme, requests for journeys to
the hospitals are increasing. This puts pressure on boh volunteer time and costs to Village Care. The
Lunch Club also continues to be successful, attracting 9-50 people regularly.

The committee members were re-elected and will be joined by Maxine Wood.

Dorothy concluded by giving a big thank you to all Villag e Care volunteers; drivers, Lunch Club helpers
and members of the committee, after which everyone enjoyed wine and cheese in celebration of another
successful year of volunteering and working together.
