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ALDBOROUGH PARISH COUNCIL 
Items from the minutes of the meeting on 29th March (Editor’s choice). 
Matters arising. The Clerk is now seeking quotes for refurbishment of the noticeboard. 
The Clerk has written to the County Council confirming that the suggested amendment to the current gritting 
route to and from Aldborough falls within the guidelines for priorities for gritting. 
Only one estimate had been received for replacing the grating and improving drainage in the car parking area on 
the Green.  The Parish Council decided to invite other contractors  to submit estimates, but meanwhile to seek a 
breakdown of the estimate received to ascertain the cost of replacing the broken grating alone. 
The Football Club are unlikely to be able to make their donation of £50 before the end of the financial year. 
The meeting was suspended temporarily to enable the public to make comments.  Mr Dennis Bacon referred to 
the “slow down” notices that he had erected and said that he was hoping to obtain more.  
Progress on replacement of Play Areas.  The outcome of the application for a grant from Norfolk Playbuilder 2 
would be made known in a press release on 21st April.  The signs are that the application could well be successful, 
even though a little reduced from the amount sought.  It is likely that  additional funding will need to be increased 
to about £20,000. 
Annual Fair, including review of Licence Fees.  Mr Carl M Gray had requested the use of  the Green for the 
Annual Fair from Monday 21st to Saturday 26th June  with arrival on the preceding day.  This was approved. The 
Parish Council reviewed the current levels of the licence fees and decided that, although the fees have remained 
unchanged for a number of years, they should not be increased, especially as the visit of the fair this year would 
be for a greater number of days.   Only five days’ fees would be collected from the owners of rides and stalls 
present for the whole period. 
Planning. Planning permission has been granted, subject to conditions, for the erection of a single-storey 
replacement dwelling at Carlton, Chapel Road, Thurgarton. 
No objections were raised to the following planning applications:- 

·  Demolition of side extension and erection of one and a half storey rear extension at The Croft, The 
Green, Aldborough; 

·  Erection of two-storey rear extension, provision of first  floor fire escape door with stairs and provision 
of additional parking at The Surgery, Chapel Road, Aldborough;  

·  Continued use of former agricultural building as B2 (boatbuilding workshop) at Barn adjacent to 
Aldborough Hall. 

Financial Matters  ME reported that a parishioner had questioned him about the Parish Council’s reimbursement 
of child-sitting expenses to a member at their meeting on 10th February. He confirmed that the payment of 
£135.00 covered the member’s attendance at 10 meetings and travelling time covering a total of 23 hours 30 
minutes, which had been calculated at the appropriate national minimum wage rates.  
Any other business. TB drew attention to the damage caused to The Green by vehicles being driven on to it.  It 
was agreed to ask Stuart Clark to advise on appropriate remedial work and to provide an estimate of the cost of 
such work. JH indicated that, if any “planings” could be obtained from Norfolk County Council, he would arrange 
for them to be laid across the Church Room access.

“My groups are light-hearted, humorous and fun - a perfect environment 
for children to learn,” says Lorna, who is a qualified Nursery Nurse and 
Hospital Play specialist and has trained with the Pre School Music 
Association. 
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All is Well at Wells 
On a breezy morning in March, Erpingham Primary School’s class of 18 people (years 3, 4, 5 and 6) set off for an 
adventure to Wells, where they would be staying for two nights. 
For many pupils this was their first residential trip, but for some it was their second time. We all gathered on the 
bus, waved goodbye to our parents with a tear of glee and excitement building up in our eyes, when the bus 
spluttered and squeaked and set off for our journey. After over an hour’s journey, our group arrived at our new 
home, and heaved our luggage into the building.  Mr East - the Head teacher- insisted that we should go and un-
pack after we had met the staff. So we met Nell, Andrew, Holly and Julia, who were all exceptionally kind and 
looked after us well. 
All of us girls were put into one bedroom, called ‘Owl’, and the boys were paired up, preparing to take up all of 
the space in each of the rooms, which were called Oyster-catcher, Duck-shell, Red-shank. 
Once we were comfortable, we had a small fire-drill practice, enjoyed our first lunch of pizza and potato wedges, 
with a pudding of mandarins in custard, then - with very full stomachs - we strolled into the classroom, where 
Julia was awaiting us. 
Our first activity for our stay was going down to the beach to collect seaweed, shells and natural substances, so 
that we could make sand sculptures. We were sorted into groups - Crabs, Lobsters and Mammoths, I being a 
Crab. We all had to make signals for our group for when we needed to gather together, and then we got to work. 
We trampled along the beach collecting useful objects, then started on our sculptures. My group dug down into 
the sand to make a crab, filling in the body with shells and seaweed. The ‘Lobsters’ did a lobster, and the 
‘Mammoths’ did a picture frame with a fish and waves inside. 
Once we had been thoroughly chilled by the icy breeze, we set off for a walk in the woods, trying to think what 
objects in the woods could be mistaken for other objects. We wrote these suggestions down, so that we could 
use them in a poem later. 
That night we had our own packed lunches/teas which we had brought, and then we all huddled up in the 
common room. Lots of us wandered off to get changed into our pyjamas, and some just stayed until we were told 
to go to bed. Then Mr East called us back through, read us a bedtime story, and told us to get to bed to have 
some sleep. But I wouldn’t say that we all slept – let’s just say that we got a bit hungry at midnight…….! 
The next day we went to the beach again - this time we were to find ragworms and lugworms. The clue to know if 
a lugworm or a ragworm had visited was a small pile of spaghetti-like sand, or a hole in the ground, about the size 
of a pin-prick.  Many of us found a lot, but other people took a while trying to find some! 
Julia told us a story about a little ragworm called Nereis  (which is Latin for ragworm) who had a very rough life 
with the sea tide, when it kept going in and out.  Eventually, the ragworm became safe in his little hidey-hole. 
We went back for lunch, then settled down in the classroom where we were told our next activity: the ‘Crabs’                            
were going to be sorting out people’s orders  for the gift shop, the ‘Lobsters’ were going to be busy cooking 
DELICIOUS raisin and oat biscuits, and the ‘Mammoths’ were going to be gardening at the front of the centre.  
Once the gift shop bags had been bagged, the flowers planted, and  everybody was able to smell the soft scent of 
the cookies wafting through the air, we all gathered round in the dining room, where we enthusiastically ate the 
newly baked biscuits washed down with a drink! 
Then another activity where we wrapped up warm and went down to the quay. We found many curlews, oyster 
catchers and other birds. We decided to go over to the salt marsh, which was a very risky choice, seeing as the 
tide could come up at any minute, and strand us on the island! So in the end we decided to only go half way, then 
back to the centre. We were welcomed with a fish and chip dinner, which was extremely tasty and comforting.  
After a while of hanging out in the common room and games room, we all changed into our PJs, and went back 
into the common room. On our seats were things so lovely, we felt like crying; we received letters from our 
families, telling us how much they missed us. We spent a short while reading, then Mr East read a short story, and 
we headed to bed, where we fell fast asleep as soon as our heads hit our pillows. 
The following day, we packed….then packed…..then packed…oh, and a bit more packing. Once our stomachs were 
hurting with hunger, we enjoyed a filling breakfast, then had our last activity. In our groups, we had to do 
‘Walter’s treasure trail’. We were told about a diary that one of the Wells’ staff had received, a diary by a man 
called Walter, and we had to follow the clues we were given to find Walter’s treasure. The clues led us back to the 
Field Study Centre, where we found the treasure to be a golden whelk!  We all had a good look, but then it was 
time for our lunch, then to go back home.  
We trailed along the grounds of the centre to the coach, already missing our great experience. We said thank you 
to Julia, then hopped on the bus and waved goodbye, with tears similar to the ones we had on Monday morning 
re-appearing in our eyes. But instead of glee and excitement, they were full of sadness albeit with a sense of 
achievement!

The pond at the far west has been restored and the encroaching willow cut back and this makes this end 
of the Common really inviting. Coupled with 'Stephen's pond’ a bit further along, now truly established, 
much wildlife will be drawn in. 
 At present the west end of the Common has a lot of lying water from all the wet - it will probably drain 
away into the beck once the weather is drier.  The cut in the central section is designed to drain the road 
which has constantly flooded. To complete the work, we are still waiting for Highways  to put a pipe 
under the road. The Parish Council is going to put a bridge over the cut to make it easier for walkers. 
With bushes, trees and flowers bursting into life  and bird activity blooming too, the Common is a 
delightful place to be.         A.M.

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THWAITE COMMON TOAD PATROL   2010 REPORT   
This year has taught us never to take toads and the weather for granted.  From 18th February to 14th 
March  (24 days) the winter ruled, with cold dry nights and only one toad seen. 
With night-time temperatures in double figures and rain falling most nights, migration took off from 
15th to 30th March.  After that, until 10th April when we stopped patrols, there were no amphibians to 
save. 
But the second half of March was very busy.  On the 19th we moved 628 toads and on the 20th 511!!  
On four other evenings the numbers were over 100.  The grand total of saved toads was 2,294.  We 
also moved 108 frogs and 9 newts but despite our best efforts 242 toads were killed on the road. 
The recently dug-out pond on the common was well patronised by the toads and should prove a good 
and weedy habitat for spawn and toadlets.
