Items from the report of the September meeting (Editor’s choice): 
As there was no nomination the co-option to fill a Council vacancy was deferred . 
Under matters arising: highways, the Butts common hedge issue is receiving attention from the Norfolk County 
Council.  On footpaths, no further advice had been forthcoming from Norfolk County Council so the Council 
would need to monitor the condition of paths; the Clerk was asked to write two letters to residents who had 
contributed significantly to keeping public rights of way clear and tidy.  On the playground the Clerk had made a 
further request to Anglian Water to remove the building materials from the playground, and would make further 
requests.  The Ingworth Parish Council Annual Report had been completed and thanks to a member of the 
Council had been distributed to all households. 
On planning, the replacement garage at The Cottage, The Street and the erection of a solar array at Windmill 
Farm had both been permitted. 
Under finance the Clerk reported that the HMRC had provided the Council with the tax coding to be used for the 
Clerk’s pay so the Council is now operating the PAYE system.  The External Audit had been completed by Mazars 
satisfactorily with no items to be brought to the attention of the Council.   The budgets for 2011-12 and 2012-13 
which had been circulated to members were reviewed and following discussion these budgets were accepted, 
resulting in the Council deciding to levy a precept of £2190 for 2012-13.   
The Council considered amending Standing Orders to limit the tenure of the Chairman and following discussion 
agreed to limit a Chairman’s continuous tenure to four years. 
In members’ reports the Council discussed acquiring more chairs for the Reading Room, and the NNDC’s Polling 
Places Review. A member reported on a very successful Countryside Stewardship Scheme now in Ingworth.

In response to a comment by Mr 
Richard Daniels concerning a Parish Councillor 
taking photographs of cricketers, the Chairman 
emphasised that such photography is not part of the 
Parish Council’s policies and had been that 
Councillor’s personal initiative.

RE – The new litter bin has been delivered and the 
two others have been removed.

The Draft National Planning Policy Framework is 
the subject of consultation by the Department for 
Communities and Local Government.  A copy is 
being circulated and there will be an opportunity to 
comment at the next meeting. 
E-mails from Ms Emily Halliday and Mr Robert 
Botwright expressed concerns about Parish 
Councillors taking pictures around the parish 
without prior permission.  The Parish Council 
endorsed the comments made by ME earlier in the 
meeting, during the suspension for the public to 
speak. Mr Botwright also drew attention to the 
adverse effects of the display of poorly produced 
commercial signs being displayed around The 
Green, especially by the Red Lion Public House.  RE 
removes such signs when they appear and she will 
continue to do so.

ME reported the donation of a picnic table by 
former Councillor Brian Metcalf, which has been 
sited adjacent to the Play Areas.
