 Items from the minutes of the July meeting (Editor’s choice):- 
Matters arising 
Replacement of noticeboard on the Green: quotation for £603.05accepted from Second Fix Joinery Ltd   
A revised specification for the manhole cover to replace the broken grating on the Green will lead to 
the need for a revised quotation.  
Police Community Support Officer’s Report 
Since the last meeting two crimes had been reported, namely a common assault following a domestic 
incident and a theft of money from a public house.  There were fifteen other calls made to the police 
during the same period.   
Location of Christmas Tree 2010 – to be the same as in previous years, unanimous decision. 
Progress on Replacement of Play Areas 
Grants are still not confirmed and interim payment not yet made.  SP has been endeavouring to obtain 
three possible schemes for submission to the meeting but, whilst she has met two designers, the third 
had cancelled his appointment .  In addition she, HT and Dorothy Wedge have submitted a further 
application for a grant to assist in the provision of equipment for those outside the 8 – 13 age group 
covered by Playbuilder 2.  HT reported that she has applied to Victory Housing Trust, who are disposing 
of a shelter, which would require a music licence, and is waiting to discover whether the application 
has been successful.  The Parish Council indicated that, once it was certain that the replacement would 
proceed, there should be a public meeting, with the designers and other professionals invited. 
Planning – Planning permission has been granted, subject to conditions, for:- 
Alterations to barn to provide habitable accommodation at Red Barn, Red Barn Loke, The Green, 
Aldborough; and Erection of two-storey rear extension, provision of first- floor fire escape door with 
stairs and provision of additional parking at the Surgery, Chapel Road, Aldborough. 
BM reported on his attendance at the Pre-hearings meeting for the Examination of the Local 
Development Framework.  The Examination opens on 20th July  and the objection lodged by the Parish 
Council will be considered on 3rd August.   
Financial Matters 
The Clerk reported that the Internal Auditor, Mr Ted Watkins, had completed his audit for 2009/2010, 
and had commented that the books and records were in “excellent order” and “clearly presented”.

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ALDBOROUGH SCHOOL and KALINYEKE SCHOOL, DEDZA, MALAWI 
 

During the May half term holiday Mrs Casburn, Head teacher of Aldborough, and Miss Platts, a 
class teacher of the 6 and 7 year olds, went to visit Aldborough Primary School’s partner 
school in Dedza, Malawi. Miss Platts took advantage of a British Council reciprocal grant which 
paid for her visit and also paid for a return visit by the head teacher from Dedza.  Mr Norman 
Kalilombe, stayed with Mrs Casburn but visited the school to see the teaching and learning and 
to set up joint learning activities for the pupils in both Kalinyeke School and Aldborough. The 
children discovered similarities and differences.  Mr Kalilombe’s school has 900 learners and 8 
classrooms. They share one pair of scissors and they have no running water. Whilst visiting, Mr 
Kalilombe set up a display of photos, showing his school, the local community and the 
environment, and talked about life in Malawi.  He struck up an instant rapport with our 
children and enthralled them with some unexpected talents – such as the ability to gnaw a 
piece of sugar cane (during an assembly, as he and Mrs Casburn looked at the differences 
between sugar beet and sugar cane). 
Another time, he demonstrated perfect posture as he carried 10 litres of water across the 
canteen, on his head, in one of Mrs Hindry’s kitchen saucepans, telling us that normally it 
would be between 20 and 30 litres. He got the children to recognise how far 300 metres would 
be on the school field as this is the distance he travels to get his water. In contrast he talked 
about Mrs Casburn having  taps in her house, some even with hot water, which, he thought, 
made life very easy! 
The children were eager to seek him out and ask further questions. He had a fantastic time 
and he left saying he was keen to share the experiences of the high quality teaching at 
Aldborough, and the creative and confident children, with his staff back in Malawi. 
(In case you’re wondering, ‘Kalilombe’ means ‘chameleon’ in Chechawa, the native language of 
Malawi.)

ERPINGHAM with CALTHORPE PARISH COUNCIL  -Items from  the July meeting (Editor’s choice). 
Matters arising: the Clerk read NCC’s advice about 
the road surface outside the playground and it was 
understood that the Chairman had arranged a site 
meeting about drainage in The Street.  A design 
proposal for a Village Sign was progressing and the 
Village Hall Committee had indicated their support 
for its location there; the Clerk would check with 
NNDC about planning requirements if any.  The 
Annual Report had been completed and delivered 
with thanks to those who delivered it. The Chairman 
had arranged for an exploratory meeting about the 
Twinning proposal. 
On planning, the change of use at Erpingham filling 
station had been permitted, as had the extensions 
at Keeper’s Cottage, Blacksmith Lane and at 
Monterey, The Street, Erpingham.  There was still 
no progress to report on the Section 106 award. 
Under finance, the Internal Audit had been 
completed with no points to bring to the Council’s 
attention; he had submitted the Annual Return to 
the External Auditor.  The Council considered the 
request for support for the Village Hall car park 

resurfacing project which included a budget of 
about £1500 for tarmac planes and piping.  The 
Clerk would check if the VAT was recoverable and 
the Council agreed to provide a £750 contribution. 
There had been no reported crime since May.  A 
villager had offered to support the Speedcheck 
scheme. 
In members’ reports, Cllr P Willcox for NNDC 
expanded on their Housing review advising that the 
Site-specific proposals should proceed, the nearest 
being in Aldborough for 6-8 houses.  The PCSO was 
asked about a parking issue which restricted 
visibility, and the Clerk was asked refer to NCC 
overgrowth on to a footway and restricted visibility 
near the A140.  The Council heard a report update 
on the progress of the Multi-Use-Games-Area 
project; also that the Ingworth Trosh would be on 
12 September    

 In open session the Council heard that volunteers 
had come forward to assist with regular inspections 
of the playground and that  bookings for the Hall 
continue to be low.

Thank you to all the gardeners who worked so hard in preparation for 
the day and in the welcome given to  visitors, some of whom had come from quite a distance.  The Art Class 
received high praise from local artist Martin Sexton for the quality of their exhibition, and as for the quality 
of the refreshments –umm.....yummy!
